MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

June 27, 2017
The regular meeting of the Graymoor-Devondale City Council was held at the Episcopal Church Home Memory Center, 7504 Westport Rd. 

CITY OFFICERS PRESENT: Mayor John Vaughan, Council Members David Beaudoin, David Meiners, Jeff Morgenthau, Alice Shade, Mark Sites and Yvette Winnette. ALSO PRESENT: Police Chief Grady Throneberry, Attorney John Singler and City Clerk/Treasurer Nancy Perito. ABSENT:  Safety Director Marvin Bray and City Engineer Mark Madison
GUESTS PRESENT: See List
PUBLIC FORUM: Erin Hinson, Legislative Assistant to Angela Leet, reported to the Council on District 7 updates. One of the current projects in District 7 is the Ormsby Ln. Sidewalk Project. The sidewalk will be a connector from Westport Rd. to LaGrange Rd. where a sidewalk will also be built to continue to Lyndon Ln. 85% of the funding has been designated for the project. Metro Government is seeking financial contributions from both the City of Lyndon and the City of Graymoor-Devondale for the project. 
She also reported that Louisville Metro is embarking on a plan for Herr Ln. Two public meetings have been held. The entire project is estimated at about $10 million. The plan would incorporate the need to mitigate traffic in the area because of the VA Hospital Project and any development at Herr Ln. and Highway 22 across from Ballard High School.  The Council received a handout on the Herr Ln. Transportation Plan. At this time there is nothing active on this plan and no funding.
District 7 also held a Westport Road Corridor Meeting to discuss a possible traffic study along the corridor. 

There is a plan for a flagship library in northeastern Jefferson County. The City was given the land and the funding is in place for the building. The City of Lyndon will also be contributing to a sidewalk to better increase connectivity to the library. 
There was also discussion about the light at Westport Rd. and Herr Ln. Mark Sites stated that the left turning signal is so short that only several cars get through the light at one time causing a backup on Herr Ln. He stated that the sensor loop was up past the stop bar so it doesn’t trigger. Erin responded that the major concerns are always keeping the traffic flowing on Westport Rd., but the problem with the signal is that the light is computer-controlled and hard wired. It only has certain scripts and is currently not “smart”. Hopefully, Kentucky Wired will bring the necessary fiber network to make changing these patterns easier.
Cory Zilisch, Orchestra Director at Westport Middle School, has applied for a grant from Graymoor-Devondale for the purchase of a trailer to haul equipment. Cory presented a video of the electric orchestra that he has started at the school. It is the first of its kind. The enrollment of the orchestra has grown tremendously. They are trying to make the orchestra more visible and taking it to the public. 
Becky Peak of the City of Plantation spoke in support of the orchestra and their City’s willingness to 
give financial support as well. She is talking to other small cities in support of the project. Mayor Vaughan stated that the grant request will be considered as part of the new budget which will be voted on later in the meeting. 
Samantha Harrison and Jonathon McCarty, new residents to the St. Matthews area, are looking for support in their request to the State of Kentucky for an audible signal at Herr Ln. and Westport Rd. Jonathon is sight impaired and will be using this crosswalk to catch a bus. Mayor Vaughan stated he would support the request and Erin Hinson stated they are talking to Metro Engineer Jason Yaeger about the request. Jonathon is trying to learn the area with a guide dog and to find ways to make the crosswalk safer. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Yvette Winnette motioned to approve the minutes of the May, 2017 meeting. Mark Sites seconded the motion and the May, 2017 minutes were approved by unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF TREASURER’S REPORT: Yvette Winnette motioned to accept the treasurer’s report for May, 2017 as previously distributed. David Meiners seconded the motion and the May, 2017 treasurer’s report was accepted by unanimous vote.
OLD BUSINESS:
Carlimar Ln Closure: Attorney John Singler stated that the City needs to pass an ordinance as to why the City wants to close Carlimar Ln. and that the City will maintain the strip of property. He has drawn up an ordinance setting down a fact statement on why it should be closed. After discussion, the last sentences in Section 1(b) were removed because the VA plan has evolved and the City is not even sure what the plan is today. He also stated that the consent forms need to be re-signed after some added language. 
Alice Shade motioned to have the 1st Reading of Ordinance #4, Series 2017-2018, an ordinance relating to the closure of a portion of Carlimar Ln. Yvette Winnette seconded the motion and the ordinance was read after unanimous vote.

LG&E Pole Removal Update: Attorney John Singler was in contact with Allyson Sturgeon of LG&E regarding the need to remove the old poles after their placement of new poles. She responded that LG&E is working on a circuit in this area and that their plan is to “transfer all facilities that we can and pull the old poles”. This communication took place on May 26, 2017. 

Mark Sites motioned to have a 2nd Reading of Ordinance #1, Series 2017-2018, an ordinance providing for the assessment of an ad valorem tax at the rate of $.20 per $100 of assessed valuation and a discount rate of fourteen (14) percent.  Jeff Morgenthau seconded the motion and the ordinance was read and passed by a roll call vote of five (5) in favor and zero (0) opposed.
Jeff Morgenthau motioned to have a 2nd Reading of Ordinance #2, Series 2017-2018, the Annual Budget for Fiscal Year 2017-2018. The 2nd reading includes the additions of $50,000 in a line item for “Ormsby Ln. Sidewalk Project” in the Public Works Section and $3,000 in a line item for “Westport Middle Orchestra Grant” in the General Government Section. David Meiners seconded the motion and the ordinance was read and passed by a roll call vote of five (5) in favor and zero (0) opposed.

NEW BUSINESS: Grant Application – Westport Middle School Electric Orchestra: Mark Sites motioned to approve the grant request in the amount of $3,000. Jeff Morgenthau seconded the motion and the grant was approved by a vote of four (4) in favor and one (1) opposed. 
Alice Shade motioned to have the 1st Reading of Ordinance #3, Series 2017-2018, an ordinance enacting and adopting a supplement to the Code of Ordinances. Yvette Winnette seconded the motion and the ordinance was read after unanimous vote.

COUNCIL REPORTS:
Public Safety: Chief Throneberry reported one personnel change. One officer resigned due to schedule issues. Another newly retired Metro Officer is in the pipeline.
Due to a newly diagnosed illness, Security Director Marvin Bray will not be able to continue with his duties as Security Director. 
Code Enforcement: No report.
Sanitation: No report.
Public Works/Signage: Dave Beaudoin reported that new stop bars have been painted on the newly paved streets. He also proposed re-painting all the existing stop bars. He stated that they would be done in three sections of the city, one per month. 
Beautification: David Meiners stated that there are bushes in the sight-triangle at 7209 Boxwood Rd. Jeff Morgenthau reported that he will have a plan for the Fairmeadows Island for the upcoming fall. 
Insurance/Finance: No report.
Public Information: Articles for the newsletter need to be in by July 10th. Articles to be included are coverage of the 4th of July Parade, the Coffee with a Cop at the Coffee Zone on July 5th and the tax and budget ordinances. 
City Clerk: Renewal applications for business licenses and rental property licenses have gone out.
Special Projects: No report. 
Ice/Snow Removal: No report.
Legal:  No report.
There being no further business to discuss, the motion for adjournment was made by Yvette Winnette and seconded by David Meiners. The meeting, by unanimous vote, was adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
