MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

August 22, 2017
The regular meeting of the Graymoor-Devondale City Council was held at the Episcopal Church Home Memory Center, 7504 Westport Rd. 

CITY OFFICERS PRESENT: Mayor John Vaughan, Council Members David Beaudoin, David Meiners, Alice Shade and Mark Sites.  ALSO PRESENT: Police Chief Grady Throneberry, City Engineer Mark Madison, Attorney John Singler and City Clerk/Treasurer Nancy Perito. ABSENT:  Council Members Jeff Morgenthau and Yvette Winnette and Safety Director Marvin Bray.
GUESTS PRESENT: See List.
PUBLIC FORUM: Ted Wright of 6901 Greenlawn Rd. complained about 6812 Greenlawn Rd. where the new owners have been burning. He called the police on July 22, 2017 and the police responded. On August 5, 2017, he called the police again about the owners burning. At that time, the fire department responded and spoke with the owners. No material other than firewood may be burned. Mr. Wright said that no report had been filed. Mayor Vaughan stated that the incident would be followed up with Lyndon Fire.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Mark Sites motioned to approve the minutes of the June, 2017 meeting. David Meiners seconded the motion and the June, 2017 minutes were approved by unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF TREASURER’S REPORT: Alice Shade motioned to accept the treasurer’s report for June, 2017 and July, 2017 as previously distributed. Mark Sites seconded the motion and the June, 2017 and July, 2017 treasurer’s reports were accepted by unanimous vote.
OLD BUSINESS:
Mark Sites motioned to have a 2nd Reading of Ordinance #3, 2017-2018, an ordinance enacting and adopting a supplement to the Code of Ordinances. Dave Beaudoin seconded the motion and the ordinance was read and passed by roll call vote of four (4) in favor and zero (0) opposed.

David Meiners motioned to have the 2nd Reading of Ordinance #4, Series 2017-2018, an ordinance relating to the closure of a portion of Carlimar Ln. Alice Shade seconded the motion and the ordinance was read and passed by roll call vote of four (4) in favor and zero (0) opposed. 
David Meiners questioned the opening of Lynn Way beyond Glen Arbor Rd. Mayor Vaughan stated that it would only be opened to bicycle and walking traffic to improve the way for students from Wilder Elementary. They are also looking to improve a pedestrian way to St. Albert School.

NEW BUSINESS: David Meiners motioned to approve Municipal Order #1, Series 2017-2018, relating to funding a request from Metro Louisville for a contribution to a sidewalk project on Ormsby Lane from Westport Road to LaGrange Road in the amount of $50,000.00. Mark Sites seconded the motion and the Municipal Order was passed by unanimous vote.
COUNCIL REPORTS:
Public Safety: Chief Throneberry reported that he has promoted Lewis Christopher to Sergeant and has hired Bill Mattingly who has recently retired from Metro Louisville. 
He also reported that several felony theft cases have been cleared.

He reported that all the police vehicles have been detailed.

In the last six weeks, there have been three traffic related deaths, one on Westport Rd. and two on Herr Ln. near Westport Village. Westport Village is removing the tree there due to severe damage from the accident. They met with the deceased children’s parents to inform them of the situation. 
Angela Leet, Metro Louisville Council Member, is talking to the Metro Council about purchasing seven of the speed signs for this area. Chief Throneberry would like to purchase another one on a trailer for Graymoor-Devondale. The estimated cost would be about $8,500. The purchase would be about 5-10% less if we purchased with Metro Louisville. David Meiners said he’d like to keep it just in Graymoor-Devondale. Lyndon is considering purchasing their own as well. Mayor Vaughan stated he would ask Angela Leet about purchasing a permanent sign for Westport Rd.
Mark Sites motioned to approve the purchase of another speed sign and trailer. David Beaudoin seconded the motion and the motion was approved by unanimous vote.

Code Enforcement: Mark Madison reported that he has issued several permits. Mark reported that he will meet with the Mayor and Nancy Perito to review the permitting process. He would like to establish some standards and a permit checklist for more efficient processing as well as update the forms and information on the website. 
Sanitation: No report.
Public Works/Signage: Larry Nalley is in the process of painting all the stop bars on the City’s streets.  
Beautification: Mayor Vaughan stated that there are some trees that need trimming on Herr Ln. Branches are hanging down over the sidewalk.
Insurance/Finance: No report.
Public Information: A newsletter will be published to include the ordinances which were passed. 
City Clerk: All of the known rental properties have paid the annual fee. There are still a number of businesses that have not renewed their business licenses. Property tax bills will go out September 15th.
Special Projects: Jeremy Bischoff, Administrator of Jefferson Place, would like to sponsor two community events in October. The first is a Community Movie Night on Friday, October 13th, on Lynn Way at Jefferson Manor. There would be a nominal fee to go to a charity. Popcorn and treats would be sold. The street would be closed at Glen Arbor Rd. Mark Sites suggested that Graymoor-Devondale sponsor the event by giving them a contribution to cover any fees.
The second event is their Trunk or Treat which would take place on their grounds on October 26th. 
Ice/Snow Removal: David Meiners reported that he will ask Jody Nalley about a one-year extension to his contract. 
Legal:  Carrie Ritsert, Attorney, stated that a Municipal Order must be passed for the previous approval of the $3,000 contribution to Westport Middle School Orchestra. Mark Sites motioned to approve Municipal Order #2, Series 2017-2018, relating to approval of grant funding for the Westport Middle School Orchestra in the amount of $3,000.00. David Beaudoin seconded the motion and the Municipal Order was passed by unanimous vote.
David Meiners motioned to go into executive session to discuss a personnel matter. Alice Shade seconded the motion and the Council went into executive session at 7:58p.m.

The Council came out of executive session at 8:22p.m. No action was taken.

There being no further business to discuss, the motion for adjournment was made by Mark Sites and seconded by David Meiners. The meeting, by unanimous vote, was adjourned at 8:22 p.m.
