Yvette Winnette safety improvements to the Westport Road corridor. Recently, safety improvements were made to
Printed by: the Herr Lane intersection restricting some left turns and increasing the length of the left turn lanes in
Derby City Litho both directions. Several safety improvements have been made on Westport Road in the section east

of Hurstbourne Lane as [part of this project. This includes the installation of traffic control islands in
the center turn lanes.

The next scheduled safety improvement will be the construction of traffic islands at Lynn Way and Lyndon Lane. New traffic
islands will be added to eliminate left turns from Westport Road onto Lynn Way and Lyndon Lane. Also, these islands will pre-
vent left turns from Lynn Way and Lyndon Lane onto Westport Road.

Construction of these traffic islands should be completed by the end of June, prior to the resurfacing of Westport Road in July
or August.

I would like to encourage residents that have not yet installed the Graymoor-Devondale app on your smart tablet or phone to
use the instructions included in this newsletter to do so. The Graymoor-Devondale app allows the city to send more timely noti-
fications to residents’ smart devices.

| would like to share a few “Spring-Summer” reminders that help keep our city beautiful with residents; lawns should be main-
tained, grass clippings should not be left in the street, WM recycle (yellow lid) bins are not for yard waste, trash containers be-
long on the side or behind the house and new building projects may require a building permit from Graymoor-Devondale. Now
with warmer weather on the way, more residents, their kids and pets will be out and about, please obey the 25 mph speed limit
and stop at all stop signs.

In closing to help prevent robberies in our city, | would like to share the following important reminders with residents:

> Never leave anything of value in your vehicle; this includes tablets, phones, laptops, purses, GPS devices and even
loose change.

Don’t leave vehicles parked on the street overnight.

Do not leave your vehicle running while unattended.

Always lock your vehicle doors.

Remove garage door openers from vehicles when parked outside.

Do not leave your keys or key-fobs in your vehicle.

Do not leave the windows of your vehicle open, or partially open.

Keep your garage doors closed, especially at night.

Never leave a firearm unprotected in your vehicle.

The green recycle bin with the yellow lid is for recycle trash only. It should not be
used for yard waste or trash. Before calling WM to report your green bin with the
yellow lid was not picked up as scheduled, please make sure the bin included
only recyclable trash. Unfortunately, WM and the City Clerk have received too
many calls of missed pick-ups only to find the bin contained yard waste. Every-
one’s cooperation is appreciated.

It's important to note trash, recycling and yard waste containers should not be
stored in front of the residence or in the driveway. Containers should be moved to the side or back of
the residence.

Parking (on and off street)

It is illegal to park a vehicle on any street within Graymoor-Devondale is excess of four (4) hours.
Those continuing to ignore our city’s four (4) hour limit for parking on the street should know the fine
for the first offense is $50, the second offense is $100, and all others will be $200 each.

Due to the increasing number of vehicles that are being parked on the street overnight or for more
than four (4) hours, the police have been asked to monitor these violations more closely.

Why? Parked vehicles on some streets may impede access for emergency vehicles. Also, vehicles
parked on the street, especially overnight, are often targets for robbers and vandals.
