MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

February 20, 2024
The regular meeting of the Graymoor-Devondale City Council was held at the Graymoor-Devondale City Office, 1500 Lynn Way.
CITY OFFICERS PRESENT: Council Members Michael Allen, Angela Coan, David Meiners, Mark Sites and Yvette Winnette. ALSO PRESENT: City Attorney John Singler, City Engineer Mark Madison and City Clerk Nancy Perito. ABSENT: Mayor John Vaughan and Council Member Alan Bryant 
 GUESTS PRESENT: John Allen, Code Enforcement Board Chairman
PUBLIC FORUM: John Allen reported that the Code Enforcement Board met on January 18, 2024 to hear an appeal on citations issued to a resident by George Stewart for “excessive growth of weeds, grass or other vegetation” in the front yard; “excessive” meaning a height of 10 inches or more. The Board made the decision to waive the fines and request that the Council address the need for an ordinance that more specifically lays out what is acceptable. Attorney John Singler will later address a proposed 

ordinance.
MAYOR PRO TEM: Yvette Winnette motioned to appoint Michael Allen Mayor Pro Tem in Mayor John Vaughan’s absence. Angela Coan seconded the motion and the motion was approved by unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Yvette Winnette motioned to approve the minutes of the January, 2024 meeting.  David Meiners seconded the motion and the January, 2024 minutes were approved by unanimous vote.
TREASURER’S REPORT: Angela Coan motioned to approve the January, 2024 treasurer’s report. David Meiners seconded the motion and the January, 2024 treasurer’s report was approved by unanimous vote.
AUDIT FOR FISCAL 2022-2023: The audit report for fiscal 2022-2023 was previously distributed. Council will vote to approve the report at the March meeting.
OLD BUSINESS:

a) Development updates: Bull Run: Kristen Hedden has provided a construction update for February 19, 2024 through March 15, 2024. 
Angela Coan reported Crossmoor Ln. was closed last Tuesday for some type of construction related work without notification to the Crossmoor Ln. residents.
VA: No updates on the VA construction. 
b) Fire Hydrants: David Meiners reported that the city should see some additional hydrants start to pop up in the next month or two. There is currently no map of the hydrants to be added.

c) MSD Projects Update: MSD projects have been completed. Attorney John Singler stated a letter would be sent to MSD requesting adequate accounting for the project.
d) Techny Ln. Update: The streetlight has officially been ordered. There is no date for installation. Yvette Winnette stated there have been issues again on Techny Ln. Ms. Shade had to contact the police. 
NEW BUSINESS: 
a) 1st Reading of Ordinance #4, Series 2023-24, an ordinance lowering the insurance premium tax rate from 8% back to 5%: David Meiners motioned for an introduction and reading of Ordinance #4, 2023-2024. Michael Allen seconded the motion. The motion was voted down by a vote of 1 in favor and 4 opposed. 

b) Attorney John Singler provided the Council with a possible ordinance to address the issues brought up at the Code Enforcement Board meeting regarding “natural landscapes” and their maintenance. John stated that the current ordinance was low on details and did not specifically address this type of gardening. John encouraged Council members to review and make any necessary comments, additions etc. to the sample ordinance.
COUNCIL REPORTS:
a) Public Safety: No report.
 b) Code Enforcement: Yvette Winnette requested that George Stewart address trash cans left at the street or in driveways facing the front of the property or accumulation of debris in driveways. 
There was a request by a resident that George address chickens roaming the neighborhood on Glen Arbor Rd.
c) Sanitation: Mark Sites reported that Waste Management seems to be doing a fairly consistent job.
d) Public Works/Signage: Michael Allen reported that he spoke with Larry Brunner of St. Albert’s and he indicated that they would be interested in contributing to sidewalks along Girard Dr. in front of the church. He would need to get approval. St. Albert’s is also looking to add restrooms to their playground.
City Engineer Mark Madison sent a list of items that need to be addressed in the City, mostly pertaining to signage. 
e) Beautification: Angela Coan will try and obtain an invoice for the completed tree planting.
City Clerk Nancy Perito reported that she received a call from KYTC inquiring about the City’s sponsorship of the Brightsite at Westport Rd. and the 264 exit. KYTC has taken over the maintenance of the site. Mark Madison stated the City may be able to obtain a permit from them to maintain the site themselves. 

f) Insurance/Finance: No report. 
g) Public Information: Yvette Winnette completed the Census Bureau update including the Bull Run Townhomes. John Singler stated that the annexation is still not showing on LOJIC. He has asked the State to update the data files. 
 h) City Clerk: There is still one outstanding rental property renewal. There are two outstanding business license renewals after Attorney John Singler’s collection letters went out. There are seven outstanding property tax bills. Final collection letters will be mailed March 1, 2023 with payment request by March 31, 2024 before liens are placed on the properties.
i) Special Projects: No report.
j) Ice and Snow Removal: David Meiners reported there was a weather incident the previous week, but Jody Nalley decided no salting was required.
k) Legal: No report.
There being no further business to discuss, the motion for adjournment was made Yvette Winnette and seconded by David Meiners. The meeting was adjourned at 7:49p.m.
