MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

June 18, 2024
The regular meeting of the Graymoor-Devondale City Council was held at the Graymoor-Devondale City Office, 1500 Lynn Way.
CITY OFFICERS PRESENT: Mayor John Vaughan, Council Members Michael Allen, Angela Coan, David Meiners and Mark Sites. ALSO PRESENT: City Attorney John Singler, City Engineer Mark Madison and City Clerk Nancy Perito. ABSENT: Council members Alan Bryant and David Wilson. 

GUESTS PRESENT: None.
PUBLIC FORUM: None.
PUBLIC HEARING: Attorney John Singler published a notice in the Courier Journal giving the date of June 18, 2024 at 6:30p.m. for a Public Hearing on the establishment of the 2024 tax rate of $.20 per $100.00 of assessed valuation generating $616,050.00 in revenue before discount. There was no public comment.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Michael Allen motioned to approve the minutes of the May, 2024 meeting.  Mark Sites seconded the motion and the May, 2024 minutes were approved by unanimous vote.
TREASURER’S REPORT: David Meiners motioned to approve the May, 2024 treasurer’s report. Michael Allen seconded the motion and the May, 2024 treasurer’s report was approved by unanimous vote.
OLD BUSINESS:

a) Development updates: Bull Run: Kristen Hedden has provided a construction update for June 17, 2024 through July 12, 2024. 
VA: No updates on the VA construction. 
b) Techny Ln. Streetlight Update: Stakes for the location of the streetlight are in the ground and ready for the installation.
c) Girard Dr. Sidewalk Project: Michael Allen reported there were several complaints regarding the Girard Dr. sidewalk project.  A resident got into an altercation with a Metro representative. A tree had to be removed from the yard at Girard Dr. and Graymoor Rd.  He was promised a replacement tree of his choice. 
d) Fire Hydrants: David Meiners reported on the installation of some new fire hydrants in the city. He stated that the city should see a few new ones in a few weeks. Mark Sites stated that the city needed to be brought into current code.

NEW BUSINESS:
a) 2nd Reading of Ordinance #1, Series 2024-2025, an ordinance providing for the assessment of an ad valorem tax: David Meiners motioned for a 2nd reading of Ordinance #1, assessing the rate of $.20 per $100.00 of assessed value with a discount rate of 15%. Michael Allen seconded the motion, but the motion failed after a roll call vote of 2 in favor and 2 opposed. Mayor Vaughan broke the tie vote with an opposing vote. 

Angela Coan motioned for a 2nd reading of Ordinance #1, assessing the rate of $.20 per $100.00 of assessed value with a discount rate of 14%. Mark Sites seconded the motion and the motion was approved by a roll call vote of 3 in favor and 1 opposed. 

b) 2nd Reading of Ordinance #2, Series 2024-2025, an ordinance establishing the annual budget for fiscal 2024-2025: Michael Allen motioned for a 2nd reading establishing the annual budget for fiscal 2024-2025. Mark Sites seconded the motion and the motion was approved by a roll call vote of 4 in favor and 0 opposed.

COUNCIL REPORTS:
a) Public Safety: There have been reported parking issues on Boxwood Rd. related to a rental property on Herr Ln. During gatherings at the Herr Ln. house, visitors have been parking all along Boxwood Rd. In an effort to curb the parking issues, police issued a number of parking tickets on the evening of 05/31/24. The tickets were issued to vehicles visiting a resident of Boxwood Rd instead. 12 cars were ticketed at $50.00 each. Upon complaint by the homeowner, the Mayor and Police Chief have decided to forgive the tickets since the ticketing had missed the intended targets. 
 b) Code Enforcement: There are several outstanding Metro Code Enforcement violations filed for the damaged house at 1609 Applewood Ln. The deadline for taking care of the violations is set for 06/26/24.
c) Sanitation: There are an increased number of households being serviced due to the occupancies at Bull Run.

d) Public Works/Signage: Michael Allen reported that Larry Brunner of St. Albert’s Church indicated that they would be interested in contributing $10,000.00 to the Girard Dr. sidewalk project instead of the $5,000.00 previously reported. A new invoice will be sent.
Angela Coan inquired if “No Parking” signs could be added to Crossmoor Ln. 

e) Beautification: Jack Hurd has repaired the planter on Herr Ln. damaged by a vehicle. He is also preparing the stone walls for the installation of the caps on the columns. 
f) Insurance/Finance: No report. 
g) Public Information: Due to the resignation of Yvette Winnette, the duties of the City-Wide Yard Sale and the 4th of July Parade will be spread amongst current council members Michael Allen and Angela Coan and City Clerk Nancy Perito.
Mayor Vaughan and David Wilson will be looking at the website and other avenues of communication.

 h) City Clerk: Nancy Perito reported that North Lime Coffee and Donuts has disregarded requests to obtain a business license for last year. Applications for business licenses and rental property renewals for fiscal year 2024-2025 were mailed out on June 1, 2024
i) Special Projects: No report.
j) Ice and Snow Removal: No report.
k) Legal: Attorney John Singler stated that due to the passage of the State Law allowing the sale of medical marijuana, the City will need to look at possible local ordinance regulating the sale in the city. 
There being no further business to discuss, Michael Allen motioned to adjourn the meeting. David Meiners seconded the motion and the meeting was adjourned at 8:34 by unanimous vote.
